Handle Alignment for Lever Handles

Firstly ensure that the disc is in the closed position and then fit handle to align.

1. Prior to installing ceramic disc assembly make sure the seat surface is clean and smooth otherwise reseat 
and recheck. Also ensure that lines have been flushed.

Ensure that the hot and cold indicators located on the bottom of the Ceramic Disc Assembly (3) are placed in the 
corresponding side of the breech.

Fig AInsert ceramic disc assembly (3) into Wall 
breech. Tighten ceramic disc assembly (3) 
firmly using a 14mm Deep tube socket (not 
supplied). Then place the fibre washer (2) over 
the ceramic disc assembly (3) and onto the 
face of the Wall breech (1).
